After 9 years of step-
ping onto a college campus every late August or early September to par-
ticipate in reaching out to a new group of incoming students, this fall I 
don’t have a specific campus assignment.  I’m not sitting at club fair ta-
bles, helping put on events, and introducing myself to hundreds of stu-
dents.  At the same time, I have every campus assignment.  I am responsi-
ble to see that the kingdom of God be advanced through the ministry of 
InterVarsity at Skidmore AND Union AND RPI AND Russell Sage.
